We’ll create a display at the Legislative Office Building in Albany on May 27th – 29th that uses the art with learning concepts and photos of children in early education settings, we’ll also make a book to give to Legislative leaders, use the art in regional displays statewide, and mail samples to the Legislature as a reminder of the importance of quality early care & education.
